Hola!

Bienvenidos to Spanish class!  Thank you for choosing to participate in the Spanish program at Logan.  We’re going to have a lot of fun this year!
Before we get started, let's go over a few expectations for class.

You are responsible for your own learning.

· It is your job to complete homework assignments, study vocabulary, and be prepared for class.  You should be looking over your handouts at home to be prepared for class activities.  Make it a habit!  Have afternoon snack with your Spanish binder.  The more practice the better!
· If you need extra help, ask!  We can find time outside of class to go over lessons again, or find better ways to help you study at home.

· Raise your hand to answer questions, volunteer to participate, and repeat vocabulary words out loud when asked to.  Languages are learned through constant practice- especially speaking!

· Use the Spanish website to keep up with assignments and lessons when you miss class.  Everyone has class/individual trips on different days.  Many times, we will continue class even when you are gone (gasp!).  It is your job to check the website, look over the lesson, and complete the homework if you can.  Copies of the homework are always left outside the Spanish room, and sometimes can be printed off the Spanish website.  If the lesson you missed is not clear to you, come talk to me as soon as possible.

· Scroll on the “Classes” tab

· Click “Lesson Plans” 
· Search for the title of your class and the day you missed (like Before School: Beginner Wednesday August 15)

· You are expected to come to class prepared and on time.  If you miss class activities because you are late, you will need to come in during lunch to make up this time.  If it becomes a habit, then you may not be eligible to receive credit for Spanish class.

Parent Letter: What to Expect in Spanish at Logan
Hi Parents!

If this is your child’s first year with us, then welcome to the Spanish program at Logan!  If your child is continuing Spanish, then hola again!  We are excited to start another year.  You may be familiar with how things work, but please read over this before signing below!
In class, we have discussed expectations for students (see previous page).  Spanish is a little different from other Matrix classes.  Spanish is a year-long course that includes homework assignments and occasional quizzes.  Please note that homework is intended for extra practice outside of the classroom, since we only meet twice per week.  I aim to give an average of 30-45 minutes per week of homework.  Lower levels will see more frequent shorter assignments.  Higher levels will see less frequent larger projects.  At no point should it be extremely time-consuming or overwhelming.  Please let me know right away if this is not the case.
I will frequently e-mail to let you know that students have been given an assignment.  It can be difficult for students to keep track of Matrix homework, since it is separate from their daily scheduled work.  Extra copies of assignments can always be found outside the Spanish classroom in the proper folder.  I also use the website “denverspanishhouse.com” to post our lesson plans and some assignments.  On the website, lesson plans can be found under the “Classes” tab and by clicking on “Lesson Plans”.  Classes are labeled by name and date.  

When students miss class for personal reasons or for class trips, they are expected to review the lesson posted on the website and retrieve the missed assignments before they return to class.  It may not be possible for them to complete the work before their return, but I expect them to come to class with an idea of what they missed.  I am always happy to review topics with them outside of class, if necessary.
I love keeping open communication with parents and core teachers.  *Please read the next page on communication.  Please do not hesitate to e-mail me if you have questions about class, homework, schedules, or lessons.
