Verb Conjugations: Querer, Comer, and Beber

In Spanish, you need to change the verb every time the speaker or subject changes.  In English we do this too: You say “I am” and “You are”.  You would never say “I are” or “You am”.  Look at the different ways to change these verbs:

Querer 



(to want)

Yo quiero



I want

Tú quieres


You want

Él/Ella quiere


He/She wants

Nosotros queremos

We want

Ellos/Ellas quieren

They want

Comer 



(to eat)

Yo como



I eat

Tú comes



You eat

Él/Ella come


He/she eats

Nosotros comemos

We eat

Ellos/Ellas comen

They eat

Beber 



(to drink)

Yo bebo



I drink

Tú bebes



You drink

Él/Ella bebe


He/She drinks

Nosotros bebemos

We drink

Ellos/Ellas beben

They drink

Examples: 

Nosotros queremos
una mesa.  
We want a table.

Ella come la ensalada.  


She eats salad.

Tú bebes
la leche.



You drink milk.
