VERB CHANGER
In Spanish, verbs need to match the subject.  Just like in English, we would say “I have” and “He has”.  It wouldn’t make sense to say “I has” or “He have”.
Remember:

-Use the “Él/Ella” form for any singular subject.
-Use the “Nosotros” form any time you are talking about yourself and another person.

-Use the “Ellos/Ellas” form for any plural subject.
